secretary, all show organizers and offi cials, all medical personnel, and all persons, stables, and ot hers providing
facilities, horses or equipment for the Show, other riders, coaches , teams and team sponsoring institutions, from any
claim, action or suit, fo r injury, property damage or death s ustained by the individual, rider, entity, coach, trainer, or
participant while tra veling to, from and around the show, while staying in the cit y for the show, during participation in
the show and while at the show. This entry constitutes an acceptance of the hire d offi cials at this event.

Entries:

G4105 In zones that ARE split into re gio ns, the EHC must guarantee at least one entry per class to every team within
their region entering before th e priority entry closing date. (See Rule G5313) In zones thatare NOT split into regions,
the EHC must be prepared to accom modate at least twelve (12) riders in each class offered.

G4105.1 Once ateam has fulfilled its hosting obligation to the region pe r Rule G4105, the coach may consult with the
zone administrat or to approve a dditional shows limiting entries in any fair an d equitable manner. The zone
administrator may also grant additional and priorit y entries to riders from the host team. The total num ber of rides
from the host team may not exceed 50% of the tot al number of ri des entered in the show.

A team roster showing proof of rider eligibili ty must be included with the entry form per Rule G5311 .

Entries will be accepted on a first received bas is with full payment un til all spots are filled and may be limited in any fair
way. Once the closing date has past, addi tional entries may not be accepted or added.

Each individual will be charged $45 per class. One rider in each class should be marked as the pr iority entry.
Scratches can be made with full ref und before clos ing date. After the closing date, entry fees w ill only be re funded if a
substitute team or rider can fill the openin g.
